0. This Site Plan has been designed to comply with the provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act Accessibility Guidelines

(ADAAG) for Buildings and Facilities, appendix A to 28 CFR, part 36.

11. Ingress/Egress locations shown represent public access points. Emergency egress locations which might be required are not
shown.

12. Existing and proposed contours are shown to illustrate the direction of overland stormwater drainage at the site. Only limited
grading will be performed to provide positive drainage. Due to the net decrease in impervious surfacing, no detention of
stormwater is proposed.

13. Pursuant to City Code Chapter IX Article 09-903(B), a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWP3) must be provided for this
project. This project will not be released for building permits until an approved SWP3 has been obtained.

14. Existing mature trees shall be preserved as much as possible during construction of private improvements. Fencing shall be used
as appropriate to protect trees within the drip line.

15. All screening and landscaping shall meet minimum requirements per Article 10 of the City of Lawrence - Land Development Code.
All disturbed areas not shown for trees and landscaping shall be reseeded with turf type grasses and otherwise restored to their
original condition.

16. All proposed lighting shall be shielded to prevent off-site glare. New lighting shall comply with requirements of Article 11 of the
City of Lawrence - Land Development Code. A Photometric Plan has been submitted.

17. Parking lot and drive lanes pavement shall meet or exceed the minimum requirement of City of Lawrence - Land Development
Code Section 20-913. Parking lot and drive areas shall have Standard City of Lawrence 2' concrete curb & gutter. Proposed utility
locations, elevations, and sizes are preliminary and will be finalized during final design of improvements.

18. Soils investigations shall be performed before primary structures are erected on lots with slopes greater than 3:1, or
non-engineered fill greater than 12 inches. A soils engineer licensed by the State of Kansas, shall perform investigations, and a
report of the investigation shall be submitted to the City of Lawrence Codes Enforcement Division. Other lots may be required to
be investigated where excavation reveals indications of unsuitable conditions.

19. Pursuant to Section 20-538 of the City of Lawrence - Land Development Code, this Site Plan is intended to fulfill the requirement
of the Special Use Permit applied for.

21. Trash enclosures shall be constructed and maintained in accordance with City of Lawrence Land Development Code,
Section 20-1006(a). Size & type of trash receptacle to be approved by City of Lawrence Sanitary Department. City of Lawrence
will not be responsible for pavement damage due to refuse collection.

22. The proposed fire service line shall have the required backflow prevention devices inside the building as per City Code
Chapter 19, Article 7, Cross Connection Control.

23. The existing sanitary sewer service will be used for the proposed facility. To allow continued use of the existing
sanitary sewer service, a variance will been requested from Ordinance No. 7743 as Chapter 19, Section 214 of the
City of Lawrence Code, for direct connection of sanitary sewer services to an existing City of Lawrence gravity main
within the right-of-way of 23rd Street but greater than 15 feet from the property line.

24. A westbound transit stop is been requested on the frontage road adjacent to the property.

25. The entire property will be preliminary and final platted prior to final approval of Site Plan.
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
